Notificagdo

«The Government of the French Republic has exa-
mined the reservations made by the Government of the
Syrian Arab Republic upon accession to the Internatio-
nal Convention for the Suppression of the Financing
of Terrorism of 9 December 1999, inasmuch as Syria
considers with regard to the provisions of article 2,
paragraph 1, b), of the Convention ‘acts of resistance
to foreign occupation are not included under acts of
terrorism...”. However, the Convention applies to the
suppression of the financing of all acts of terrorism and
states particularly in its article 6 that ‘each State Party
shall adopt such measures as may be necessary, inclu-
ding, where appropriate, domestic legislation, to ensure
that criminal acts within the scope of this Convention
are under no circumstances justifiable by considerations
of a political, philosophical, ideological, racial, ethnic,
religious or other similar nature’. The Government of
the French Republic considers that the said reservation is
contrary to the object and the purpose of the Convention
and objects to the reservation. This objection does not
preclude the entry into force of the Convention between
Syria and France.»

O Governo da Republica Francesa examinou as reservas
formuladas pelo Governo da Republica Arabe Siria no
momento da sua adesdo a Convengdo Internacional para
a Eliminagdo do Financiamento do Terrorismo, de 9 de
Dezembro de 1999, nos termos da qual a Siria considera,
no que diz respeito as disposi¢des da alinea b) do n.° 1
do artigo 2.° da Convencao, que «os actos de resisténcia
contra a ocupagdo estrangeira ndo se assimilam a actos
terroristas». Porém, a Convencdo visa a eliminagao do
financiamento de qualquer acto terrorista e estipula no
seu artigo 6.° que «cada Estado Contratante adoptara as
medidas necessarias, incluindo, se apropriado, legislacao
interna, com vista a garantir que os actos criminosos pre-
vistos na presente Convencdo ndo possam, em nenhuma
circunstancia, ser justificados por consideragoes de ordem
politica, filosofica, ideoldgica, racial, étnica, religiosa ou
de natureza similar». O Governo da Republica Francesa
apresenta a sua objeccao a referida reserva que € contraria
ao objecto e ao fim da Convengdo.

Notificagao

«The Government of Sweden has examined the re-
servation made by the Government of the Syrian Arab
Republic upon accession to the International Convention
for the Suppression of the Financing of Terrorism, accor-
ding to which the Syrian Arab Republic considers that
acts of resistance to foreign occupation are not included
under acts of terrorism within the meaning of paragraph
1 (b) of Article 2 of the Convention.

The object and purpose of the Convention is to su-
ppress the financing of terrorist acts, including those
defined in paragraph 1 (b) of Article 2 of the Convention.
Such acts can never be justified with reference to the
exercise of people’s right to self-determination.

The Government of Sweden further considers the
reservation to be contrary to the terms of Article 6 of
the Convention, according to which the States parties
are under an obligation to adopt such measures as may
be necessary, including, where appropriate, domestic le-
gislation, to ensure that criminal acts within the scope of
the Convention are under no circumstances justifiable by
considerations of a political, philosophical, ideological,
racial, ethnic, religious or other similar nature.

The Government of Sweden wishes to recall that,
according to customary international law as codified in the
Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties, a reservation
incompatible with the object and purpose of a treaty shall
not be permitted. It is in the common interest of States that
treaties to which they have chosen to become parties are
respected as to their object and purpose, and that States
are prepared to undertake any legislative changes neces-
sary to comply with their obligations under the treaties.

The Government of Sweden therefore objects to the
reservation made by the Syrian Arab Republic to the
International Convention for the Suppression of the
Financing of Terrorism. This objection shall not pre-
clude the entry into force of the Convention between
the Syrian Arab Republic and Sweden. The Convention
enters into force between the Syrian Arab Republic and
Sweden, without the Syrian Arab Republic benefiting
from its reservation.»
